4. Approval 2023 Executive Reports
4.1. President (David Thomas)

Motion to approve by Charlie Harper/Arden Marsh (2nd).  Motion carried.
Highlights:

· Paid membership doubled to 184.

· Two in-person core workshops 

· Moved to MailChimp for communication to the membership.

· Social program very well received and attended.

· Field trip to Cypress Hills was well organized and attended.

· Dave MacDougall received the Queen Elizabeth II award for long, “indefatigable” service.

· Rock Record was not offered this year, but incoming president encouraged to resume issuance.

4.2. Vice-President (Dan Kohlruss)

Motion to approve by Murray Rogers/Ralf Maxeiner (2nd).  Motion carried.
Highlights:

· Move to MailChimp proved to be very helpful. We are hitting out monthly limit, however, and Dan proposes to move to a paid subscription.

Discussion:

· Ralf Maxeiner comment that the society notices (talks, events, etc.) should be mailed to everyone (i.e. unpaid members) and not just to paid members.   Dan Kohlruss responded that mailing only to paid members serves as an incentive for everyone to pay for their annual membership and that when this shift occurred, the number of paid members nearly doubled.   No motion put forward.

· Murray Rogers questioned the cost/subsidy of the AGM.  Ticket price of $20 seems overly generous given that the total cost of the event then needs to be subsidized by the SGS.   It was noted that the intention is indeed to keep the cost low to encourage in-person participation and that there is a need to spend money on events for the SGS to remain a non-profit organization.   Brian Brunskill also noted that these events fall within the scope of support received from APEGS.
